Notes Wine Enthusiast 2026

This is a wine with real character. Alluring floral 
aromas of violet, white peach skin, and 
cranberry delight the nose, accompanied by 
rosehip and a hint of blackcurrant. On the 
palate, it showcases red berries and citrus 
fruits from the orchard, with supple tannins 
that glide into the finish. 

Régulus Red 2025

BEST BUY

Cordélia red 2023

On the nose, fresh aromas of black plum, 
pomegranate, and green pear mingle 
with notes of wild herbs, lavender, and 
violet. The palate is complex, revealing 
pure notes of black cherry and sweet 
plum of remarkable purity. This wine 
offers a graceful balance between fruit 
and a subtle hint of spice, creating a 
delightful experience.

Syrius red 2023

BEST BUY

Aromas of blackberry, black cherry, black 
plum, rose, wild mint, and sweet black 
tea blend together to create an alluring 
bouquet. The mid-palate reveals notes of 
black cherry, licorice, clove, and clay. The 
youthful tannins meld into a silky layer of 
red cherry and clove, finishing with notes 
of granite and light mocha. This wine is 
delicious and ready to drink now.

Régulus rosé 2025

BEST BUY

Made from 90% Grenache and 10% Syrah, this 
wine offers a delicate, mineral-driven profile, 
with subtle notes of white peach and 
strawberry that coat the palate. It finishes 
smoothly with hints of stone and citrus. A 
touch of texture balanced by lively acidity 
makes it easy to enjoy on its own, a pleasant 
choice to sip by the pool.

Clair de lune red 2023

A beautiful garnet-red color. The nose is intense and 
powerful, with aromas of black fruit, spices, and 
fresh leather. The palate is round and concentrated, 
with excellent body. The structure is well-balanced. 
The finish lingers with notes of licorice.
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Excerpt: Located in the heart of the Gard region, 
Domaine Clavel (Saint-Gervais), founded in 1640, 
spans 100 hectares of Côtes-du-Rhône vineyards. 
Now led by Claire Clavel, daughter of Denis and 
Françoise, it combines family heritage with a 
modern vision.With a degree in management and 
viticulture, Claire has implemented a sustainable 
and thoughtful approach, promoting biodiversity 
and respect for the terroir. Her feminine touch is 
evident in wines that blend power, finesse, and 
authenticity: from the IGP Pays d’Oc to high-end 
single-vineyard cuvées (Clair de Lune, Éclipse).The 
estate also offers wine tourism (tastings, walks, 
events). A family adventure set to continue with 
her daughter Lou-Anne.

Régulus Rouge 2025 : 90/100
Clair de Lune Blanc 2024 : 92/100
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A touch of Carignan (10%) complements the Grenache and Syrah in this wine, which boasts a lively 
nose of pomegranate, red currant, pink pepper, and violet. On the palate, it delights with its 
suppleness, dynamic structure, and crisp fruitiness, enhanced by a subtly herbal finish (blackcurrant 
leaf). 

Two beautiful stars shine on the label of this dazzling Syrius, blending Roussanne (70%) and 
Viognier in an exemplary composition. Lively and pleasant, the nose exudes enticing aromas of 
passion fruit and citron peel. A hint of rose complements these exotic flavors in a full-bodied, rich, 
and long finish, held together by a lingering freshness. 

Domaine Clavel : The Winemaker

The Clavels have been running this estate—
founded in 1934 on the right bank of the 
Rhône—for several generations. Its extensive 
acreage (100 hectares) allows them to offer a 
wide range of wines. Today, Claire, supported by 
her father Denis, is at the helm of this estate, 
which consistently produces high-quality wines 
and is often in the spotlight for its Côtes-du-
Rhône and Saint-Gervais Village wines.
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
